Searching for Images In Poetry

This may be a group project of 3, 2, or 1 student.  


Poets work with images (mental pictures) that allow the reader (with a little imagination) to see just what it is he is amazed by.  These images are usually presented in one (or more) of these figurative devices:


SIMILE

A comparison between two different things, using the word





‘like’ or ‘as.’



Example:
Henry is as happy as a bird in springtime.


METAPHOR

A direct comparison between two different things – no use 






of any special words.



Example:
The poles were giant prisoner, standing along the highway –





tied together with wire.




Sometimes, you will find that an entire poem is a metaphor.


PERSONIFICATION
The poet give human or animal qualities to objects






that are not normally alive.  A stone might breath,






for example, or a car might be smiling at you as you






approach it.
